Atonement – “at-one-ment” – comes through Jesus Christ.  Through Him, in his loving 
act of sacrifice, we receive the gift of reconciliation with God and one another.

Christ stretched out His arms on the cross and reconciled us to one another and to the 
Father. He brought God and humanity together in His body. As the Good Shepherd, 
he wraps His arms around our broken lives and restores us to the harmony that exists in 
His love.
